we have appointed ElecƟon Pilot so 
our elecƟon can be provided online. 
They have been assisƟng schools with 
elecƟons for over 20 years and have 
been accredited by the Ministry of 

EducaƟon to provide online elecƟon 
services. Important things like the 

nominaƟon and voƟng forms will be 
sent to you by email directly by ElecƟon 
Pilot. If we don’t have an email address 

for you, Schooled ElecƟon Pilot will send 
these out to you by post. 

Your name and contact details have 

been provided to ElecƟon Pilot to 
enable them to deliver elecƟon services 
for our school as required by legislaƟon. 

They will use your contact details for the 

provision of elecƟon services for James 
Hargest College only and your details 

will be deleted 60 days aŌer the elecƟon 
date as required by legislaƟon. 

If you have any quesƟons about the 
elecƟon process, the best people to talk 
to are the team at Schooled ElecƟon 
Pilot.

The Value of 
Reading 

What is it that successful 
students do? Something that 

is a common denominator for 

success in schools is the ability 

to read broadly and deeply. 

Reading gives our students an 
opportunity to learn anything. 

It allows for freedom of 

thought, and it can insƟl 
curiosity in the world. As a 

proud educaƟonal insƟtuƟon 
our focus is helping students 

to enjoy their learning 

experience so that they leave 

our gates as pursuers of 

lifelong learning. ConƟnuous 
reading allows for conƟnuous 
educaƟon.
A key giŌ a parents can give 
to their child’s schooling is 

the ability to develop reading 

habits and insƟl the noƟon of 
reading for pleasure. 

OECD research shows that 

reading for pleasure is a more 

important inŇuence than 
socio-economic background 

and that children who read for 

pleasure have a one-and-a-

half-year advantage over their 

peers. 

Some advocates for reading 

will suggest that it does not 

maƩer what students read as 
long as they are reading and 

enjoying the process. This 

statement is true to a point. 

Quality literature is criƟcal as 
it develops sustained thinking 

and expands cultural and 

social awareness. 

Reading is a giŌ. It is the 
diīerence between the 
educated and the uneducated 

and, as Mark Twain stated, 

“The man who does not 

read has no advantage over 

the man who cannot read.” 
Parents who encourage 

good reading habits at home 

support students in all areas 

of the curriculum. 
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Reflecting on History: 
H9JWN’s September 11 Murals

This term in Social Studies, 

H9JWN has been exploring 
how the ideas and acƟons 
of people in the past have 

signiĮcantly impacted 
lives. We focused on the 
September 11 aƩacks, a 
pivotal event that reshaped 

global perspecƟves and had 
profound consequences on 

the world.

To help us understand the 

immediate impact and lasƟng 
signiĮcance, one of our 
acƟviƟes involved creaƟng 
powerful collages. Students 

used newspaper front pages 

and headlines from the day 

of the aƩacks, transforming 
them into symbolic images 

that captured the weight and 

emoƟon of that moment. 
This hands-on project allowed 

students to connect with 

history in a unique and 

meaningful way.

I chose to create an eye because 

on the day of 9/11 there were 
so many eyes watching the twin 

tower collapsing. In the corner of 

the eye I chose to create a tear 

signifying how sad 9/11 was for 
the whole world. These words that 

I chose are all from newspaper 

arƟcles about 9/11, the word 
in the middle I think is more 

important only because it was a 

huge massacre on N.Y.C.

Aiden Young (right)
I choose this image because it an 

aƩack on the heart of America 
and how it changed it forever. 

I decided on these headlines 

from 911 to show the anger of 

American ciƟzens.

Quinn O’Boyle (right)
My image shows the headlines as the city 

buildings. They are coloured orange to show 

the anger or confusion from the people in 

those buildings at the Ɵme of the aƩack and 
the red background is a tribute to all the 

bloodshed.

Sophie Winder (below)
I chose the shape of a plane to represent 

the passenger planes that were hijacked and 

crashed on the day of 9\11. I chose some of 

the headlines to represent how that day felt 

for so many people including the families of 

those on the planes. The orange represents 

Įre and the grey represents the colour of the 
plane.

Imagine there was a new treatment that would rewire your brain. It would 

provide an improved aƩenƟon span and memory, and a beƩer understanding 
of complex and abstract ideas. It would improve sleep quality and mood, and 

reduce anxiety. It would even make you more empatheƟc and understanding 
of other’s lives. It would be a miracle treatment, right? In our busy, ever-

changing and increasingly stressed and anxious world, who would not want 

all those things for themselves and their children.

Strong research Įndings show that reading does all those things. However, 
it is a 20-minute treatment. It takes 20 minutes of reading on a regular basis 

for your brain to start developing those new, more eĸcient neural pathways 
that help to provide many of those beneĮts.
We are concerned by the number of students who believe that they cannot 
sit and read for 20 minutes. They tell us that they do not have the aƩenƟon 
span. At JHC Senior Campus Monday - Thursday aŌer lunch is SSR or SSW.  
The point is to build reading or wriƟng mileage and make it a regular part of 
the day.  We ask whānau to support us in this endeavour.  Talk to students 
about what they are reading or wriƟng.  Encourage them to read at home.  
We have fantasƟc library faciliƟes at both campuses and awesome librarians 
who can help students Įnd books they will enjoy.  Reach out if you need 
support with this. We are happy to help.
